The prospective owner of the property, Omega Foundation Services, Inc. proposes to utilize this property to store and service its Hydro Vac Trucks.
The City of Broussard is requesting that the Omega Foundations Service provide a sight proof fence along the frontage of Main Street to include accent features every 100’ (for example a brick or stucco column).  Additionally, the city is requesting landscaping along Main Street and the installation of a concrete entrance apron.
Based on our review it is our opinion that the submission should be approved subject to develop adequately addressing the areas of concern noted in the report.
