GENERAL COMMENTS (Not Subject to Waiver)
1. This proposed development is a 14. I 68 -acre tract. The developer proposes divide the
property into two large residential lots. There is currently a residence located on the tract
designated as 1A.
2. This property is located in FEMA ZONE AE (within the 100-year floodplain) and FEMA
Zone X (outside of the 100-year floodplain).
3. City ordinances require that the Finished Floor elevation of any structures be a minimum
of 12" above the centerline of the road fronting the structure or 12" above the Base Flood
Elevation whichever is greater.
4. The developer is solely responsible to provide water and sewer service to the point of
service of each unit.
5. Place a note on the plat that City Ordinances do not permit fences to be placed within or
across City servitudes.
6. Provide a drainage servitude, 20' wide along the bank of Coulee Des Poches and
including the channel.
7. Provide a 15' sidewalk, drainage and utility easement along West Pinhook Road.
8. Provide signed copies of Appendix 1 and Appendix 2 of the City of Broussard
Subdivision Regulations.
DESIGN REVIEW
The City does not perform partial design reviews or issue partial approvals. Due to the
interrelation of all design elements necessary to construct a subdivision a complete design
package submission is required prior to the commencement of the design review process. It is the responsibility of the Engineer/Architect of record to provide the complete design packet to
the city.
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS
It is assumed that the developer is responsible for the construction of all infrastructure
improvements necessitated by construction of the development. City participation in
infrastructure improvements shall require City Council approval.
